» Team competitions - Integral direct elimination with a direct
elimination table which may be incomplete.

p All places in the table up to 16th place will be fought for.
From 17th place onwards, teams will be classified, within each
round of the table, according to their initial place in the table.

» The first four teams will be placed in the direct elimination table
according to the current official team ranking of the FIE (cf.
0.86); the remaining ranked teams will be placed in the table by
drawing of.lots in pairs. The teams that are not classified will
occupy the last places in the table and will be separated by
drawing of lots(cf. 0.42-0.47).

With modern
infrastructure and capacity for thousands of spectators, it is
considered one of the best multi-purpose venues in the
country.

» Olympic Velodrome
Next to Arena Carioca 1, the Olympic Velodrome is
internationally recognized for its world-class cycling track. With
modern architecture and cutting-edge technology, it offers ideal
conditions for athletes and spectators, consolidating itself as
one of the main sports centers in Latin America.

Access to both venues is facilitated by public transport such as
the BRT Transolimpica, with a stop at the Olympic Terminal, as
well as taxis and ride-hailing apps (Uber, 99).

Minors traveling alone
While minors can travel for the Championships on their own,
they would need to have the following documents:
e Asigned FIE minor athlete travel form and signed by a legal
guardian.
e A letter from the minor's national fencing federation stating
that the minor is participating in the 2026 Junior and Cadet
Fencing Championships.

Minors Traveling with an Adult
Minors who are traveling with an adult who is not the parent or
guardian of the minor are required to have the following
documents:

e Asigned FIE minor athlete travel form

e Passport copies of parents or legal guardians.

e A signed letter of consent from the minor's parent or legal

guardian.

Minor Fencers in Groups
The manager or coach of the group should have the following
documents:

e A letter on the group's official letterhead stating the name
of the group, supervising adult, and name of each fencer in
the group, along with their address, phone number, date
and place of birth, and the name of at least one of the
minor's parents.

e A signed letter of consent from the minor's parent or legal
guardian.

e Asigned FIE minor athlete travel form

e Passport photographs of the parents or legal guardian.



<) VISA APPLICATION

To apply for a visa, foreigners must submit the visa application
form duly completed, a valid travel document, proof of
payment of consular fees, International Certificate of
Immunization - when necessary -, and other specific documents
for the type of visa requested.

Brazil adopts a policy of reciprocity regarding visas. This means
that nationals of countries that require visas for Brazilian
citizens will need a visa to travel to Brazil.

VISIT VISA

The visit visa will be issued to foreigners traveling to Brazil for
staying up to 90 days without purposes of immigration or the
exercise of paid activity . Visit visas can be granted for those
traveling for tourism, business, transit, artistic or sports
activities, study, volunteer work, among other purposes.

VISA FOR MINORS

The visa application for citizens under 18 must be accompanied
by travel written consent of both parents, legal guardians or
competent judicial authority.

AIRPORTS OF RIO DE JANEIRO

Rio de Janeiro is served by two main airports, both offering
convenient access to Barra da Tijuca, where the Olympic Park
and competition venues are located.

Galeao - Rio de Janeiro International Airport (GIG)

e Location: Ilha do Governador, in the northern zone of the
city.

e Distance to Barra da Tijuca: approximately 30-33 km (30-
60 minutes by car, depending on traffic).

e Profile. The largest airport in Rio, handling most
international flights as well as domestic connections. It
offers modern facilities, duty-free shops, and a wide range
of services for travelers.

Santos Dumont Airport (SDU)

e Location: Downtown Rio de Janeiro, by Guanabara Bay.

e Distance to Barra da Tijuca: approximately 25-29 km (30-
60 minutes by car, depending on traffic).

e Profile: A smaller airport mainly dedicated to domestic
flights, especially the Rio-Sdo Paulo shuttle. Famous for its
scenic landings and takeoffs, it provides quick access to the
city center.

Transport Options:

Both airports are connected to Barra da Tijuca by taxis, ride-
hailing apps (Uber, 99), and shuttle services organised for the
championship. Travel times vary with traffic, so participants are
advised to plan ahead.
